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Mevo Dotan: In Disputed Territory

“Fear not,” he replied, “for those who are with us are more than those who are with them.” Then Elisha prayed and said, “Adonai, please open his eyes that he may see.” Then Adonai opened the eyes of the young man and he saw, and behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire all around...” (2 Kings 6:16-17 TLV).

Mevo Dotan is a small Israeli community of 400 residents located in the West Bank. Situated in the northern Samarian hills, it lies adjacent to the Palestinian town of Ya’bad. This community was founded in 1977. The northern West Bank has been a disputed area – a site of continual struggle, conflict and negotiations. In 2005, Israel agreed to divide control of the northern West Bank with the Palestinian Authority. Some Israeli communities who had established their homes had to uproot, and their houses were demolished. Thankfully Mevo Dotan did not have to relocate. But in spite of Israel’s concessions, residents of this community have still experienced many acts of terrorism by neighboring Palestinians. The vigilant IDF soldiers provide protection for them.

Even in Biblical history, this area (then called Dothan) was a site of conflict. It was here that Joseph was ambushed by his brothers who planned to kill him, but God used their evil intent to provide a destiny for not only Israel, but all of mankind! From the descendants of that family came our Jewish Messiah, Yeshua (Jesus.)

A thousand years later, the prophet Elijah lived in Dothan. It was in these hills that an enemy, king of Aram, ordered his army to surround the city at night determined to kill them. When Elijah’s servant alerted him that they were about to be attacked, Elijah prayed that God would open the servant’s eyes. The Lord pulled back the veil of spiritual blindness and gave him a glimpse of the supernatural realm. The servant saw the invisible heavenly host prepared to fight on their behalf! When the enemies charged down the hills to invade Dothan, God physically blinded the army and totally thwarted their plans!

Appeal to the Lord for the salvation of Israel’s enemies. God desires that all come to him! Pray that they will also see the armies of the Lord and turn to Him. “As I live, saith the Lord God, I have no pleasure in the death of the wicked; but that the wicked turn from his way and live...” Ezekiel 33:11.
