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PERSISTING IN PRAYER 

“It shall come about after this that I shall pour out My Spirit on all mankind; and your sons and your daughters will prophesy, your old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions. Even on the male and female servants I will pour out My Spirit in those days.” (Joel 2:28-29 AMP)

Are you tired of corona virus reports and political rhetoric?  Are you weary of demonstrations, conflict, and tragedies? Prayer warriors, now is not the time to give in to fatigue and discouragement. We must return to our prayer closets and regroup for this next wave of battles. Now is the time to PUSH into the purposes of God for this hour. Let us PUSH forward in prayer!

The principles of scripture have not changed. When the people of God humble themselves, pray, seek God, and turn, He will hear, forgive, and heal the land. Now is the time to pray for the promised revival and restoration, but it first begins with our personal revival. Yes, we may have gone thorough a period of humbling ourselves and seeking God a few months ago, but I feel another push from the Holy Spirit to again spend more intentional time in prayer, meditation on God’s word, fasting, and worship. It’s time to draw closer to God and move forward together in unified prayer. Derek Prince’s words are echoing in my mind, “The reward of bringing forth fruit is purging (or pruning).” As we bring forth the fruit of the Spirit, the Lord begins to show us other areas of our lives that need to be sheared so that we can be even more productive and useful in His kingdom. Yeshua said, “Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit, He takes away; and every branch that bears fruit, He trims so that it may bear more fruit” (John 15:2 TLV). As we submit to the Lord’s cutting away of the unwanted things in our hearts, we can be spiritually fit and stronger for more battling in prayer. 

A well-known English acronym for PUSH is Pray Until Something Happens; that means don’t stop praying! Our Master encouraged the disciples to always pray and not be discouraged. (Luke 18:1-6). It is time for the worshipping warriors to step forward to the front line. Let us worship the Lord aloud rehearsing his greatness and the infallible promises He made to those who fear him! Let us prepare the way for the great revival and restoration that is promised. Joel prophesied that the Lord would pour out His Spirit on people from various parts of the world. Restoration refers to a time of turning back to God, a time of learning and following His principles wholeheartedly. When a society turns to the Lord, everything is affected. God’s Word gives principles on how to handle every aspect of life: from personal ethics, family relationships, business dealings, interactions with our fellow man, health, governmental principles to international concerns. Spiritual revival of a group of people can affect even their physical health and the environment of their area because obeying the word of God brings true life and shalom with Him. “This book of the Torah should not depart from your mouth – you are to meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do everything written in it. For then you will make your ways prosperous and then you will be successful” (Joshua 1:8 TLV).  
As we persevere in prayer, focusing on Israel first, we are imitating God’s pattern. He started with the Jews first and then moved to the rest of the world with His covenant and His message of deliverance for mankind. The Lord’s heart is toward Jerusalem; if we want to love what He loves then we will also love Israel. “...Thus says the Lord of hosts, I am jealous [with a burning, fiery passion] for Jerusalem and for Zion [demanding what is rightfully and uniquely mine] with a great jealousy” (Zechariah 1:14 AMP). As we pray for a spiritual awakening in Israel, those waves of revival that hit Israel will crest, splash, and flow back onto the nations. It is God’s intention that Israel would affect the rest of the world.

Thank you for persisting in prayer for Israel

· Extol Adonai because He is sovereign and rules over everything despite what we see happening. “For God is the King of all the earth; sing praises with a skillful psalm. God reigns over the nations; God sits on His holy throne” (Psalm 47:7-8 NASB). 
· Bless the Lord for promising an abundant outpouring of the Spirit of God. Pray that masses of people from various backgrounds and nations would turn to the Lord and their zeal about the Good News would cause it to spread. “It shall come about after this that I shall pour out My Spirit on all mankind…” (Joel 2:28a AMP).

· Entreat our Father on behalf of the Knesset. Pray that government leaders would set aside their own agendas and seek the good of Israel according to the Word of God. “Therefore, first of all I urge that requests, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgiving be made on behalf of all people – for kings and all who are in authority – so we may live a peaceful and quiet life in all godliness and respectfulness” (1 Timothy 2:1-2 TLV).

· Sing praises to God because we know He will respond to our petitions for answers to the COVID crisis in HIs way and timing. “I waited patiently and expectantly for the LORD; and He inclined to me and heard my cry. He put a new song in my mouth, a song of praise to our God; many will see and fear [with great reverence] and will trust confidently in the LORD” (Psalms 40:1, 3 AMP). 
· Cover in prayer the IDF soldiers guarding the Gaza security fence and those watching the Lebanese border. “Behold, He who keeps Israel will neither slumber nor sleep” (Psalms 121:4 NASB).
· Beseech the Lord on behalf of the true Church in Lebanon. Pray that He comforts them and uses them to declare the Good News of turning to the God of Israel for salvation. Pray that He also uses them to intercede for their nation and its relationship with Israel. “For I am not ashamed of the Good News, since it is God’s powerful means of bringing salvation to everyone who keeps on trusting, to the Jew especially, but equally to the Gentile” (Romans 1:16 CJB).
· Declare that Adonai will bring all the Jews home from every corner of the earth – no matter where they are. Pray that Israelis will open the doors of their hearts to them. “Then they will know that I am ADONAI their God, since it was I who caused them to go into exile among the nations and I who will gather them back to their own land. I will never again leave them there” (Ezekiel 39:28 TLV). “Open the gates! Let the righteous nation enter – one that keeps faith” (Isaiah 26:2 TLV). 

· Rejoice that Israel’s security, and ours, is in God. “Turn to Me, and be saved, all the ends of the earth. For I am God – there is no other” (Isaiah 45:22 TLV).
